What is Sin

Sins of Commission 

Adam and Eve knew God’s 
command and disobeyed anyway 
(Genesis 3:6). They took action 
to commit a sinful act.

Both intentional sins and 
unintentional sins are committed 
by us all.

Sins of Omission

James 4:17 declares, "Therefore, 
to him who knows to do good 
and does not do it, to him it is 
sin.“

Delayed Obedience is actually 
Disobedience.

Romans 10:9 NKJV

that if you confess with 
your mouth the Lord 
Jesus and believe in your 
heart that God has raised 
Him from the dead, you 
will be saved.

1 John 1:9 NKJV

If we confess our sins, 
He is faithful and just to 
forgive us our sins and 
to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness.

Revelation 3:20 NKJV

Behold, I stand at the 
door and knock. If 
anyone hears My voice 
and opens the door, I will 
come in to him and dine 
with him, and he with 
Me.

John 5:24 NKJV  

Most assuredly, I say to 
you, he who hears My 
word and believes in Him 
who sent Me has 
everlasting life, and shall 
not come into judgment, 
but has passed from 
death into life.

John 20:31 NKJV

but these are written that 
you may believe that 
Jesus is the Christ, the 
Son of God, and that 
believing you may have 
life in His name.

John 10:27-28 NKJV

My sheep hear My voice, 
and I know them, and 
they follow Me.  And I 
give them eternal life, 
and they shall never 
perish; neither shall 
anyone snatch them out 
of My hand.



Summary

God Loves You, but hates sin; so, He 
provided Jesus, His only son, to come to 
earth and live a sinless life; so He, Jesus, 
could be the spotless lamb, sacrificed to 
take away the sin of the world, so that you 
and I, by our faith in what Jesus did on the 
cross, could have eternal life.
