@ Observations of hunger and thirst:



Our hungers and thirsts (physical, emotional, spiritual)
don’t just react to the world; they quietly train us. Each
time we respond to a craving, we reinforce a pathway:
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Q Habit — future choices




OVER TIME, WE STOP “DECIDING”
SO MUCH AS WE START
GRAVITATING—TOWARD THE
TABLES WE ALREADY KNOW WILL
SERVE WHAT WE'VE BEEN
FEEDING ON. THOSE TABLES CAN
